These Colmount FT Opera Glasses were made in 1890 and feature a
stunning Mother-of-pearl exterior and a bronze core. These stunning
glasses would be an eye catching feature of any opera excursion. The
19th century was rife with optical innovation. Prior to 1823, there were
only monocular opera glasses, by 1825 there were binocular glasses with
a center dial to focus both eyes at once. Each pair of opera glasses was
skillful crafted a team of experts: painters, goldsmiths, and others. These
opera glasses would have been the perfect accessory for a Victorian

woman as she dressed to the nines to attend an opera performance.
